Donations

People may ask how they can help or if they can give you some money for your trip.  #1 thing we do is tell people that we gladly take any amount of money donations, but we also take clothing, hygiene, & medicines.  Please make sure people make their checks to Living Springs Community Church or HCM and in the memo line they should put GO HAITI.  We strongly encourage fundraising.  It can be for funds to pay for your trip if needed, to buy rice and/or medications, other supplies.
Food/Rice Distribution

A 55# bag of rice is about $30.  We will be purchasing rice in Haiti and distributing to families. Any money toward that will be appreciated. 
Medications

We will be purchasing medications to be used at the Haitian Christian Mission clinic and/or our own clinics. If people want to buy vitamins, Tylenol, TUMS, etc. please collect them and plan on packing in your bag. (No used or expired medications)
Go Haiti Trip Preparation

We are so excited to be leading this team to Haiti. As many of you know, WE love Haiti. We want everyone to be prepared for the trip. It can be difficult to imagine a place when you have never been there.  Below is a list of things that I think are important for people to know before visiting Haiti and Haitian Christian Mission.

1. We will be staying in a mission compound that is locked every evening. It is a safe place.

2. The weather is always hot. But to be on the safe side I would pack a small light blanket.

3. Pack a hat and/or sunglasses. There may be times when we will be exposed to sun for long periods of time. (also sun screen)
4. PLEASE pack any hygiene products you will need for our time in Haiti.  Soap, Shampoo, Toothbrush, Toothpaste, Deodorant, etc.!!  These will not be provided at the mission for you.  
5. Don’t forget bug spray (high amount of deet).  We get the deet in the camping section of the store, usually 95-100% deet. It is a 1-2oz bottle. Highly recommend!

6. Pack snacks. There may be long road trips and snacks may be necessary. No chocolate (it will melt), but things that we have taken in the past are cheese-its, crackers, granola bars, nutrigrain bars, nuts, etc. 

7. (LADIES)We will be wearing skirts when we are not in clinic. Skirts need to be at least knee length or longer.  Pure cotton is the most comfortable because it can be terribly hot and humid.   It can be helpful to wear shorts under your skirt to prevent chafing. Angie also packs what is called Anti-Monkey Butt powder to prevent chafing. You can get this at Walmart or Tractor Supply. 

8. Do wear comfortable shoes. We may be doing a lot of walking. Flip flops for the shower and for just hanging out at the mission compound.

9. Flash lights & extra batteries will be your friend when the electric is out!! It does go out on occasion.  It is out a lot less than our first trip to Haiti! PROGRESS!! 

10.  We will be going to church on Sunday. Communion will be offered and taken in unison. It is wine, not juice. We want nice dress/skirt/khakis (for men) for church.  They take great pride in dressing very nice for church and so should we.

11.  Don’t be afraid of the food.  All meals that are prepared at the mission are safe and delicious. If you do not like something, PB sandwiches are available. Eating food from street vendors is at your own risk!! ( beware of the side effects)

12. We usually buy a bottle of water in Miami at the airport and use that all week for refilling or you can bring a nice water bottle.  Make sure that it is always full!! You will dehydrate fast. 

13.  We ask that you pack at least one of your 50# suitcases with supplies to be donated.  Some people pack both suitcases with donations.  Often, Jamie and Angie have extra donations that will also need to be packed so this can help fill your weight limits.  This is totally up to you.  We have been able to live out of just our carry on so we do have a full 100#’s to donate.  It is up to what you need to survive for the week. Please read American Airlines restrictions for luggage for international flights in this handbook. You are allowed 2 checked bags, 1 carry-on and 1 personal item (small back back).  First checked bag is free and the second will cost around $40 so plan that in your money collected. *Keep in mind that the Transportation Security Administration (www.tsa.gov) allows you to carry up to three-ounce size containers of liquids, creams and gels that fit in ONE quart-size, clear plastic zip-top bag through security checkpoints in your carry on. Larger size containers, as well as any aerosol cans, should be placed in a large zip-top bag in your checked luggage.
14. If you do not have your passport…you need to get that now.

15. Do not give any gifts without speaking to the team leader, this is for your safety. 

16. You can hand wash and hang dry clothes if you need to re-wear.  This is easy to do!! We always bring a clothes line and clothes pins for the team to use. We usually are able to get by with 2 or 3 pair of scrub pants and a couple skirts and usually more shirts, but we wash clothes as we need them and they do dry pretty fast!  You DO NOT need to pack at clothes line or pins, but DO pack some laundry soap and a gallon Ziploc.
17. No need to bring blow dryers or curling irons…it is too hot!!! Everyone will have frizzy hair!! It is ok!!

18. Bring things to keep you busy during downtime. Toys to play with kids, balls, nail polish for girls etc. 

19. If there is one thing that we can encourage is, don’t let the language barrier hold you back from communication. There will be interpreters at the mission that are more than happy to help!!

20. We pack a couple of those collapsible baskets or soft plastic containers (from the dollar store) to help us stay organized during the week.  We can then use one to keep our hygiene items in and one to keep meds or pens or flashlight in.  We find 2-3 very helpful for us to stay sane.  We leave them at the mission and they use them to organize the pharmacy.  

21. Please DON’T pack full size body wash, shampoo, & conditioner unless you plan on leaving it.  It weighs a lot to pack and every ounce counts when you are packing the so important medications for the Haitians.

22. We leave most of our clothing in Haiti.  We shop the Goodwill, Salvation Army, and rummage sales to get used, cheap clothes and wear them while we are there and then leave them for HCM to distribute. 

23. We buy from Walmart, $14 rolling duffel bags.  They are 32” and they are a great size, they are cheap, & we leave them.  Then we don’t have to worry about our “good” luggage getting beat up.  Because it will do a lot of traveling in Haiti & we use the luggage to go to our outreach villages.  
24. You will need to make sure your shots are up to date.  For the recommended immunizations go to http://wwwnc.cdc.gov/travel/destinations/haiti.htm .  You will also need a prescription for Malaria prevention.  Usually Cholraquin is prescribed, we have taken Malarone in the past.  Visit with your doctor.

We compiled this list after several trips to Haiti and several team members emailing us with questions. These are things that we have found helpful in the past. 

If you have any questions please don’t hesitate to ask!!

What to Bring 
1. Clothing
A.  Dress Requirements: Expect humid conditions and temperatures around 95F during the summer months and 80-85F during the winter months. The air does not cool down much at night.  For those working in the clinic, lightweight scrubs and comfortable shoes should be worn. Night clothes should be modest. Certain circumstances, such as trips to the restroom at night, will make modest clothing a necessity. Night clothes should not be worn to breakfast or while outside the sleeping rooms. Jewelry should be kept to a minimum. No one should bring or wear expensive jewelry. 

B. Ladies:  Dresses or skirts are preferred for women. Culturally, Christian women in Haiti do not usually wear pants. Women may wear capris only when working construction/clinic.  Ladies should wear scrubs only while working in the clinic and in the living quarters. Shorts and pants are permitted only for sleeping.  Sleeveless/tank top shirts are permitted, but no halter tops, spaghetti straps or low-cut shirts should be worn. 

           For church, dresses or shirts should have short sleeves. 
           Swimsuits should be one-piece and modest 

C. Men:  Men may wear shorts or pants. Shirts must be worn at all times. Tank tops are permitted.  We highly recommend light cotton shirts.  They breathe! For church, men should wear pants, a short-sleeve button-up shirt, and shoes. Jeans, shorts and tank tops should NOT be worn to church. 

Following these guidelines is important not only for the mission's reputation, but also because it impacts how the local people will perceive you.

2. Passport 
3. Two copies of the first two pages of your passport (one for your leader, one for you) 

4. Bible 
5. Shoes and/or sandals (comfortable for working and walking) 

6. Flip-flops (to be worn in living quarters and showers) 

7. Sleepwear (ladies please wear shorts-no gowns)
8. Swimsuit –one piece
9. Sunglasses and/or hat 
10.  Sunscreen 
11.  Insect repellent (extra-strength with high levels of DEET is recommended) 

12.  Toiletries 
13.  Personal medications (prescriptions, pain reliever, Imodium) 

14.  Malaria prophylaxis medicine (chloroquine, etc.) 

15.  Small flashlight (batteries) 
16.  Bath towel and washcloth (old ones work best because they dry fast & can be left)
17.  Small travel pillow and pillowcase (if desire a 2nd pillow)
18.  Earplugs & eye mask (The nights can be pretty noisy & the sun comes up early) 

19.  Refillable water bottle 
20.  Snacks (for your own personal use) 

21.  Camera 
22.  Spending money ($50-$100, no bills large than $20, several $1 bills) 

23.  Medical personnel only- instruments and supplies if you have them (stethoscope, otoscope, blood pressure cuff) 

Additional items that will be utilized for clinic and projects that we ask all team members to bring: 

1. Wet wipes and/or hand sanitizer 
2. 2 large rolls of toilet paper 
3. 1 roll of paper towels 
4. 3 large trash bags 
5. Zip top bags (1 box -sandwich size, 4 large boxes -gallon size (Zipper are preferred), 4 large boxes -snack size )

6. 1 Can of baby formula any brand (even store brand) more if possible and baby bottle.

7. 1 package of children’s underwear/panties any size
8. At least 10 of the blue Walmart recycle bags.

9. Jar of Peanut Butter

10.  Tarp of any size
Airline/Customs/Airport Information

1. On the plane you will be given 2 immigration forms (one green and one white. For "Reason for Visit" mark "Pleasure, Recreation". For the address you will be staying, write Haitian Christian Mission, Fond-Parisien, & 011 (509) 3845-2540.  Do not indicate that you are a medical professional. Leave blank the claim area of the form. Make sure that both of these forms are completed before we land. If you have questions please see Angie, Daniel or Jamie

2. Upon entering the airport STAY TOGETHER. We will be separated into smaller groups but remain with a group. Do not go off on your own. Stand in the lines for immigration with your passport and immigration form ready to be stamped. Next, move on to the baggage claim area and get a baggage cart (cost is $2) make sure you have correct change, collect your luggage and, after receiving a go-ahead from your leader, proceed to the customs line with claim tickets in hand. We will go together as a team. 

3. When going through the customs line with your baggage, do not offer any information. If they ask questions act like you don’t understand. Give the least specific answer that you can. When your bag has been checked by a customs office, close the bag up and put it back on your cart. There will be a lot of men in the baggage area and outside trying to help with your bags. Please do not accept their help. They are very insistent, but a smile and firm no thank you is all you need. You will have to repeat NO several times…be prepared. If you allow someone to help you, you will be responsible for paying them a tip.  Many of these men look as if they are employees of the airport (Many wear RED HATS), and they may be, but DO NOT LET ANYONE EXCEPT OUR TEAM MEMBERS OR HCM STAFF TOUCH YOUR BAGS!!!  Once we exit the airport together, we will notify you who can help you. If you see us hugging someone, they can help!! ( 
4. We will repeat this again ….DO NOT LET ANYONE HELP YOU WITH YOUR BAG. DO NOT EVEN LET THEM PUT THEIR HAND ON YOUR BAG!!!!!!!!!!!!!

 Baggage Guidelines 
1.   1 carry-on with a limit of 40 pounds and 45inches  (L+W+H)

         (The following rules apply to all liquids, gels, and aerosols at security checkpoints)

A. All liquids, gels and aerosols must be in three-ounce or smaller containers. Larger containers that are half-full or toothpaste tubes rolled up are not allowed.
 Each container must be three ounces or smaller. 

B. All liquids, gels and aerosols must be placed in a single, quart-size, zip-top, clear plastic bag. Gallon size bags or bags that are not zip-top such as fold-over sandwich bags are not allowed. 
Each traveler can use only one, quart-size, zip-top, clear plastic bag. 
C. Each traveler must remove their quart-sized plastic, zip-top bag from their carry-on and place it in a bin or on the conveyor belt for X-ray screening. X-raying separately will allow TSA security officers to more easily examine the declared items. 

2. 2 checked bags with a limit of 50 pounds and 62" (L+W+H).  
A. The first checked bag is free but there is a $40 fee for the second bag. Duffel bags are acceptable as checked luggage, but cardboard boxes cannot be used. All shampoos, shower gel, etc. should be placed in zip-top bags in case of leakage, only one in your carry-on, others in checked luggage. 

B. Normally, team members try to fit most of their personal items in their carry-ons and leave the checked luggage space for medical supplies and donations. If at all possible, we would like as many team members as possible to take 2 checked bags due to the enormous amount of donations that we have received. Special circumstances are understood
3. You can also bring a personal item (small backpack, purse, etc.) 

4. Pack as many of your own personal items and clothes in your backpack or carry-on so there is more room for donations.

Life at the Mission Compound – From HCM
The mission clinic is located in Fond-Parisien, about 45 minutes from the airport. Teams stay in the Plunkett House above the hospital. Your team leader will assign rooms. No men should be in women's rooms, or women in men's rooms. 

Please wear name tags. - Team leader will provide

Water and Electricity 
Running water and electricity are both precious commodities in Haiti, so you should be careful to use both sparingly.  We use the motto: If it is yellow let it mellow, if it is brown flush it down (meaning, if you pee don’t flush, if it is BM flush it).  Toilet paper is not ever put in the toilet, there are garbage cans beside the toilets for paper.  Females if you have your time of the month, please do not flush tampons, wrap used tampon in toilet paper and place in garbage. Showers should be kept short and blow dryers, curling irons, etc. should not be used. You should NEVER drink, or even brush your teeth, with the tap water. Bottled water will be provided for you. There is no hot water in the showers. 

Living Quarters 
Do your best to keep all areas clean. You can help the kitchen staff by signing up for dish duty after meals. Be sure to keep all snacks in airtight containers or packaging so as not to attract unwanted visitors (ants, etc.) 

Health and Safety 
Passports and any large quantities of money should be locked up in the host's bedroom wardrobe. Keep your valuables (cameras, phones, medical instruments, etc.) very close by or locked up. Do not show money around Haitians. 

Do not walk barefoot. Wash hands or use hand sanitizer often. Drink plenty of water. Eat only the food provided for you by the mission. 

Never leave the mission compound without permission from your team leader and an approved escort. Do not attempt to exchange money for Haitian currency. It could be counterfeit or cause a robbery. 

Please do not invite children into the house to eat or play. This is for your safety and out of respect to the staff that have belongings there. If someone is hungry ask your host and they will facilitate help. Please go out and play with the children as much as you wish. They love it.  

Sunday Mornings 
Everyone is asked to attend church service on Sunday with the team.  Communion is safe to take and the wine is real.  We also strongly encouraged tithing during the offering time & USD is accepted.

Donations and Charity 
HCM has an inventory control manager and it would really help if your team created a list of all donations bring brought in, medical and non-medical alike, prior to coming. All donations are to be placed in the dining area upon arrival so they can be gone through and put in the right places. 

It is strongly advised that you do not give money, food, clothing, toys, etc. away without it first being discussed with someone from the HCM staff. It is very likely that people will ask you to give them things. Make no promises to give or send them anything, because they will be counting on that more than you could imagine. Be aware that if you give your address or e-mail address to a Haitian, they will often see you as a benefactor and later ask you for financial support. It's often best to politely refuse. Do not give anyone your phone number. 

Communication 

While cell phone use and e-mail are common in Haiti, the technology is not as reliable as in the U.S. There is no phone for visitors to use at the mission compound, only personal cell phones, and you should not ask to use them. Your own personal cell phone will probably not work in Haiti. We advise you to tell your loved ones they will not be able to talk with you on the phone while you are in Haiti. If your group wishes though you can bring a cell phone with an international plan set up on it for the team to use. 

There are a few computers with internet access at the compound and the team leader will send an e-mail home to team members' family members to let them know of their safe arrival. After that, team members are free to try using the computers, but again, the connection is not always reliable. 

Mission Policies
1. All trip participants are required to follow the trip schedule and participate in all group functions and team meetings. Permission to deviate from the scheduled activities must be obtained from the trip leader. Attendance at the Sunday church service is expected; midweek services are optional. 

2. Conduct is to be that expected of a Christian person- willing to give and take, to maintain the spirit of unity and harmony in the group, and to extend politeness and courtesy to those with whom we come in contact (missionaries, nationals, team leaders, and team members). A positive attitude is expected! 

3. Regardless of your personal religious belief, you will be expected to support the mission's stance in being completely Christ-centered. 

4. No smoking or tobacco of any form, illegal drugs, or alcohol is permitted. No foul language. 

5. You will be expected to acclimate to the host culture. This may mean eating food you are unfamiliar with or participating in foreign customs. 

6. Pairing off is not permitted, as it tends to distract from the real purpose of the trip. Males are not allowed in females' rooms and females are not allowed in males' rooms. Due to cultural considerations, public displays of affection are not acceptable. 

7. Separation from the group is not allowed without prior approval by the team leader. Always let the team leader of host missionary know your whereabouts. NEVER wander off or go exploring by yourself. 

8. It is important that you dress in a neat, clean, and modest fashion. Your appearance is important not only for the missionary's reputation, but also because it affects how the local people will perceive you. You may have to submit to certain restrictions regarding dress, body piercing (only acceptable piercing is small earrings for ladies) and hair restrictions (hair length for guys). More information on dress is given earlier in this handbook. 

9. Do not give gifts to anyone. Do not give your contact information to anyone. 

Clinic Policies 
1. As you are working alongside the Haitian medical staff, please be respectful of the systems they already have in place. If you have suggestions, take them to your team leader or host and let them filter your ideas. Imagine how difficult it would be if every week new people came to your office and each one tried to change the way you operated. We love help and suggestions. We just ask that they be directed to the proper authority. 

2. Please respect the clinic fee system we have in place. Patients coming to the clinic in Fond Parisien are charged a small fee that equals around $1.25 US. These fees are charged for several reasons. We have found it keeps people who are not really sick from coming to the clinic just to be seen or just to receive medication. It is also helps the patients retain a sense of pride. 

Patients are not charged for follow up visits. The clinic never turns anyone away because they cannot pay. The HCM staff and local ministers are very familiar with the people and handle this with great care. These fees are not per person but per family. The money collected goes into the clinic budget. Patients staying overnight, whether to be treated for illness or for post-operative care, are charged a fee equal to about $12 US no matter how many nights they stay. There are fees for some lab tests and for deliveries. 

The fees at mobile clinics are collected by the local ministers who organize the patients before the team arrives. 

These ministers charge what equals to $0.55 US. All of these funds are left with the local church. Again, no person that is in need is ever refused. The ministers know their people and their limitations. 

When a medical team goes to see children at an orphanage or school, there is no charge. If you have concerns or questions about any fees please direct them to the trip coordinator or host missionary. 

Note: Other information regarding working in the HCM clinic will be shared with you in your first team meeting in Haiti.

Texting is an option but does cost, depending on your cell phone carrier.

U.S. Customs and Border Protection Declaration Form - Front
1. Print your last (family) name. Print your first (given) name. Print the first letter of your middle name. 

2. Print your date of birth in the appropriate day/month/year boxes. 

3. Print the number of family members traveling with you (do not include yourself). 
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4. Print your current street address in the United States. If you are staying at a hotel, include the hotel's name and street address. Print the city and the state in the appropriate boxes. 

5. Print the name of the country that issued your passport. 

6. Print your passport number. 

7. Print the name of the country where you currently live. 

8. Print the name of the country(ies) that you visited on your trip prior to arriving to the United States. 

9. If traveling by airline, print the airline's name and flight number. If traveling by vessel (ship), print the vessel's name. 

10. Mark an X in the Yes or No box. Are you traveling on a business (work-related) trip? 

11. Mark an X in the Yes or No box. Are you bringing with you:

The U.S. Customs officer will determine duty. Duty will be assessed at the current rate on the first $1,000 above the exemption. 

· Read the notice on the reverse side of the form. 

· Sign the form and print the date. 

· Keep the complete form with you and hand it to the CBP inspector when you approach the Customs and Border Protection area.

Controlled substances, obscene articles, and toxic substances are generally prohibited entry.
